This documentary shines light for the first time on the remarkable story of Albany’s James Grover McDonald, who rescued Jewish refugees and others from the Nazis. After World War II President Truman appointed McDonald the first U.S. Ambassador to Israel. The incredible story of McDonald’s extraordinary humanitarian work was almost lost to history until his diaries were discovered in 2003.

The son-in-law of J.R. Stafford, one of the founders of the Albany United Methodist Church, McDonald met face-to-face with Hitler in 1933. Shocked by Hitler’s threats, McDonald, as League of Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, worked tirelessly to find safe haven for refugees. He warned world leaders including President Franklin Roosevelt and future Pope Pius XII, of the looming tragedy he foresaw. McDonald spoke up when others were silent.
